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WASTE MANAGEMENT POLICY – and PRACTICE

TLTP is committed to developing and maintaining its environmental performance, through best practical means. As part of the overall aim, TLTP, its employees and business partners, will use environmental management systems and techniques, where possible, in the operation of employment and professional services. 
TLTP has recently reappraised its policy and practices in respect of the environment. In particular we are aware that responsible client labour-users will expect us as contractors to observe best practices to which they as clients will subscribe. What this means in practical terms is that TLTP invariably recognises that it has a duty of care to its labour-users and their stakeholders, as well as to third parties such as the general public, to both behave responsibly towards the environment and to accept responsibility for any environmental damage it causes. 

We believe our business can make a positive contribution to the environment by managing our activities with care and by working with responsible organisations that promote environmental wellbeing.
Executive director Darryl Mydat is keenly aware of his answerability should they or any member of the organisation demonstrate irresponsibility. The company’s performance demonstrates that their confidence is justified.
The Environmental Protection (Duty of Care) Regulations 1991 – and what they mean to us:

· Wef 1st April 1992 anyone transferring controlled waste is required to record a written description of that waste.
· It is unlikely but not impossible that such waste might accumulate on our premises and need to be disposed of in a legal manner – which would preclude fly-tipping, for example. 

· If controlled waste is involved, then it can only be collected by somebody who is the holder of a waste management licence or a disposal licence.
· A transfer note has to identify the waste, its origin, its quantity and whether on transfer it is loose or in a container, identifying the type of container used, recording the time and place of transfer, the names and addresses of those involved.
· These notes have to be kept for 2 years after the waste has gone, and they would need to be provided within 7 days to the authorities.
· This is unlikely to affect our business. But it means that no waste should leave here – sensitive waste or what might be environmentally harmful – unless it is being properly disposed of my licensed operators who keep proper records. 
· We would need copies of those records for our own protection. Otherwise should waste originating from our business be discovered in a place where it should not be present then we could face a fine and this would anyway be damaging in terms of PR as well as reprehensibly irresponsible.
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
